Lyn Richards Book – Handling Qualitative Data: An Introduction


Books

Creswell, J. W. (1998). Qualitative inquiry and research design: Choosing among the five traditions. Thousand Oaks, CA: Sage.

This is the book to read to develop knowledge about the five types of qualitative approaches. The book includes full article reprints of one good example of each design. It also details the process of data collection, data analysis, data representation, and examples of how to write the narrative report (Chapters 4 and 5).

Creswell, J. W. (1999). Mixed-methods research: Introduction and application. In C. J. Cizek (Ed.), Handbook of educational policy (pp. 455-472). San Diego, CA: Academic Press.

This chapter has some good examples of mixed-methods research to education.

Creswell, J. W. (2003). Research design: Qualitative, quantitative, and mixed methods approaches (2nd. ed.). Thousand Oaks, CA: Sage.

Excellent description of all three major approaches with clear, specific examples of how to write the introduction, the purpose statement, hypotheses, and a summary of the major variations of each approach.

Creswell, J. W., & Plano Clark, V. L. (2007). Designing and conduction mixed methods research. Thousand Oaks, CA: Sage.

This book provides the best source for diagrams of the various mixed methods designs. If you are doing or considering doing a mixed methods study, you need to own and have read this book. The text includes clear templates for purpose and problem statements, easy to follow pictorial diagrams of major designs, step by step procedures, complete reprints of example articles.

Richards, L. (2006). Handling qualitative data: An introduction. Thousand Oaks, CA: Sage.

This book was written by Lyn Richards the creator of the Nvivo program. It is a clearly written, detailed description of how to conduct qualitative analyses using Nvivo. A second edition is about to be released.
